Professor Masters' report contains five key recongagons to improve the
performance of Queensland primary schools in ligraumeracy and science.

They are:

1. That all aspiring primary teachers be required émdnstrate through
test performances, as a condition of registratitgt they meet
threshold levels of knowledge about the teachintitefacy, numeracy
and science and have sound levels of content kalgela these areas.

2. That the Queensland Government introduces a neuctste and
program of advanced professional learning in litgranumeracy and
science for primary school teachers.

3. That additional funding is made available for tideanced training and
employment of a number of 'specialist' literacymeunacy and science
teachers to work in schools (and/or district officenost in need of
support.

4. That standard science tests be introduced at Yeaés 8 and 10 for
school use in identifying students who are not imgetear-level
expectations and for monitoring student progress time.

5. That the Queensland Government initiates an expeview of
international best practice in school leadershipetigpment with a
view to introducing a new structure and program aufvanced .
