Although nervous, the students were keen to help the Blood Service with this simple but 
rewarding task. Within 24-48 hours their blood volume is completely restored and they will be able to donate 
again approximately every 12 weeks. 

Most people are able to give blood if they: 

·  are fit, healthy and not suffering from a cold, flu or other illness at the time of donation 

·  are aged between 16-70 years (in Queensland 16 & 17 year olds require parental/guardian consent), 
and weigh more than 45kg (16 & 17 year olds need to weigh more than 50kg) 

·  have eaten and drunk 3-4 glasses of water/juice prior to giving blood 

Departing Vice Captain Hirru Manivasagan along with Acting Head of Department Mr Tony Muller has 
attended all of the sessions to coordinate and support our students. After giving blood, the students were given 
refreshments, but more importantly, a real sense of community spirit.  

Future dates for donation are 17th July, 7th August, 18th September, 30th October, 20th November and 18th 
December. Over the period that Tannum High School has been involved in this activity, approximately 350 
students have already helped the Blood Service save lives.
