Teachers do NOT issue individual references — there is only one
official reference issued from our school - but a teacher may be
listed as a Referee on various applications, if students have
asked him/her first.

If your son/daughter wishes to apply for direct
entry from Yr 12 to a QId university (or Diploma
courses at TAFE), they must do so through the
Qld Tertiary Admissions Centre. Basically,
students make the application on-line, by listing
their first six course preferences. Offers are made
according to their OP Score in December i.e. the
better the score, the more likely to be offered
highest preference.
