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Below you will find some tips and guidelines to help achieve the best possible 
outcomes from your classes. 

·  Attend all classes and be on time 
·  Be prepared: pens etc, review notes, do homework, do background 

reading, and get some questions ready. 
Like an athlete warming up before the race – it gives you a flying start. 
·  Sit to the front of the class 
·  Sit away from people who may distract you 
·  Get involved, participate, ask questions, be enthusiastic 
·  Ask where you can go to get extra work or read some more 
·  Engage your mind 
·  Ask questions if you don’t understand 
·  Don’t leave empty handed – take notes; taking notes keeps your mind 

active 
·  When your teacher assigns you a task, ask “What amount of time 

should this take?” 
·  Take time after class to review notes and organise folders 
·  Do the extra reading and homework 
·  Review your notes, practice examples 
·  Ask four questions: 

                        What was the class about? 
                        Where does it fit in? 
                        Are there any bits that are not clear? 
                        What can I do to make things clear? 

·  To help understand a concept, explain it to a friend, or a parent 
·  Go to class wanting to know the answer to ……..get your mind ready 

to learn.

I had done work in each of 
these subjects, but it was Graphics that was a struggle for me. To do 
Graphics, it was expected that students had completed all of the units, 
and I managed to scrape in with the bare minimum. As I said, I 
struggled but after completing extra work at home and practising the 
various methods, I managed to catch up with the other classmates. 
This may not suit everyone but if you really want to do a subject, I 
would recommend checking the prerequisites for each senior subject.  
In addition, try work experience, so as not to waste the last years of 
your school life.

1 October:  Higher application fee applies. 
 

31 December:  QLD Year 12’s without an OP can find out their QTAC 
OP-ineligible Selection Rank using Current Applicant online service.

16 January:  Offers published in major QLD newspapers. 
 

28 February:  Twelve-to-Tertiary applications close.  (2008 Year 12 
students applying after this date use ABW (Apply-By-Web).�
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For many Year 11 & 12 students, their school day ends after Period 3 (1.45pm) on Thursday and they can leave the school grounds if they 
have school approval.  We recognise students have a very hectic time in their senior years combining work, sporting and schooling 
commitments and many students need this time for off-site learning activities.  Not all students have variation.  Students who have been 
granted this privilege have VAR on their timetable, and are expected to leave the school grounds after period 3.  I remind students that 
being able to leave is a privilege and can be cancelled by the school at any time. 
 

If a student does not have approved variation, s/he must remain at school and go to his/her designated class.  This is especially important 
during evacuation procedures, when we must account for all students on school grounds.  For this reason, any student with approved 
variation who remains at school must sign back into the school.  For more information please contact Todd Comrie.

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FREE TAX HELP  
Students and parents can get free tax return assistance. You need to lodge your interest in using the service with Boyne Island Community 
Centre (49737723) as soon as possible.  The Australian Tax Office will provide a trained person to assist you with your tax return, which 
is great for students, especially. Parents earning $35,000 or less can use the service and the limit for accessing the service increases by 
$2500 per child (e.g. if you have 2 dependents you can earn $40,000 and still access the service.  This is a community initiative.
